We Worship by Hearing the Word 
Hebrews 11:1-7 (NIV) 

11 Now faith is confidence in what we hope for and assurance about what 
we do not see. 2 This is what the ancients were commended for. 

3 By faith we understand that the universe was formed at God’s 
command, so that what is seen was not made out of what was visible. 

4 By faith Abel brought God a better offering than Cain did. By faith he was 
commended as righteous, when God spoke well of his offerings. And by faith 
Abel still speaks, even though he is dead. 

5 By faith Enoch was taken from this life, so that he did not experience 
death: “He could not be found, because God had taken him away.” For before 
he was taken, he was commended as one who pleased God. 6 And without faith 
it is impossible to please God, because anyone who comes to him must believe 
that he exists and that he rewards those who earnestly seek him. 

7 By faith Noah, when warned about things not yet seen, in holy fear built 
an ark to save his family. By his faith he condemned the world and became heir 
of the righteousness that is in keeping with faith.

Trials and Temptations 

2 Consider it pure joy, my brothers and sisters, whenever you face trials of 
many kinds, 3 because you know that the testing of your faith produces 
perseverance. 4 Let perseverance finish its work so that you may be mature and 
complete, not lacking anything. 5 If any of you lacks wisdom, you should ask 
God, who gives generously to all without finding fault, and it will be given to 
you. 6 But when you ask, you must believe and not doubt, because the one who 
doubts is like a wave of the sea, blown and tossed by the wind. 7 That person 
should not expect to receive anything from the Lord. 8 Such a person is double-
minded and unstable in all they do.
